All hikes meet at Victor Town Hall rear parking lot, 85 East Main Street,
at 9:00 A.M. unless otherwise noted. Most hikes are relatively easy and
take 2-3 hours. Always bring a snack and something to drink. Dress for
the weather. We rarely cancel due to inclement weather.

We usually carpool to the trailhead. Expect to share the cost of gas with
the driver.
